No.F.2(29)/Ord/IPU/DRP/2007/8944 - In partial modification of Notification dated 10"
March 2005 and in pursuance of the provisions of Section 27 of the Guru Gobind Singh
Indraprastha University Act, 1998 (9 of 1998), the Board of Management of Guru
Gobind Singh Indraprastha University, hereby makes the following amendments in
Clauses 1(xvii), 8(a) and 8(b)(vi) of University’s Ordinance 12 governing programmes
leading to award of degree of Doctor of Philosophy.

Clause 1(xvii) has been amended to read as below:-

1(xvii) “SRC” shall mean a School Research Committee consisting of Dean of
the concerned School, three Professors of the concerned School by
rotation in order of seniority (for one year), one Reader and one Lecturer
by rotation in order of seniority (for one year), and the proposed
supervisor(s), or the approved supervisor(s). The School may have more
than one SRC depending upon the spread of specializations. In case, the
School has more than one SRC, the same shall be constituted by the Vice-
Chancellor in consultation with the Dean of the School and it will have a
minimum of 5 members including the Dean of the School (or his nominee)
as Chairman, Supervisor(s) and remaining members from amongst senior
Teachers of the University/ Approved Research Centre/ External Experts
in such a manner so that atleast two members are common in all the
School Research Committee of the School.

Clause 8(a) has been amended to read as below:-

8(a) Each candidate shall have a supervisor, duly approved by the University,
as provided in clause (b). A candidate may also have one joint
supervisor(s) if deemed necessary by the SRC.

Clause 8(b)(vi) has been amended to read as below:-
8(b)(vi) At any given time, a Professor shall not have more than 6 Ph.D.
candidates, a Reader more than 4 candidates, and a Lecturer more than 2

candidates registered under him. Joint registration (registration under more
than one supervisor) shall be counted as half.

The above amendments in the ordinance have come into force with effect from
the date of approval by the Board of Management.
